reached completion within weeks of each
other in West Sussex, North Yorkshire
and Warwickshire early this season.

Financed by the New Opportunities
Fund, West Sussex County Council and
the Governors of Midhurst Grammar
School, the brick and cedar-clad
Midhurst Ball Hall is a showpiece, with
every detail finished to a high level of
excellence (pictures p2). As well as a
4-court sports hall, offices, reception area
etc, the school’s new sports centre
accommodates a self-contained climbing
centre with its own entrance and
facilities. Community use of the facilities
will help amortise the costs of running
the centre.

At nearby Crawley, membership of the
local table tennis club increased
exponentially within weeks of the Ball
Hall opening at Holy Trinity School.
Alongside the main sports hall is a
separate hall specifically designed for
table tennis and painted to ensure
maximum visibility for players. The
same colour helps badminton players see
the shuttlecocks in the main sports hall,

which is used for basketball, netball,
badminton and a wide range of phys. ed
curriculum activities.

Located inside a National Park on the
Yorkshire Dales, the Threshfield Ball
Hall is clad in local stone and serves the
rural community around the Wharfedale
school. This project included building a
new entrance to an existing swimming
pool as well as a 33m x 18m sports hall,
a PE staff office, new and refurbished
changing rooms and new facilities for the
disabled.

And finally, a Ball Hall that didn’t
include a sports hall! The refurbishment
of the Greig Community Centre in
Alcester involved building a seamless
two-storey extension to the existing
facilities (which included a sports hall),
where programmes continued through-
out the building programme. Additions
include a big dance studio complete with
mirror wall and barre, a large fitness
suite with video screens to keep the
customers happy, a new reception area,
new lift and new and refurbished
changing rooms and toilet facilities.
